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“Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world.  AMEN!” (Matthew 28:19-20).
This is called The Great Commission of Jesus for the church.  We, as an Association of churches, believe this is true.  So it begs the question, “ are we behaving according to our belief?”  That, beloved, is worth giving some thought.

In v/8 Jesus said that “all power is given to Him both in heaven and in earth.”  So we, as believers, are guaranteed that this power was given to Him for the mission we are undertaking in His name.  In v/20 we are promised – “and, Lo, I am with you alway….”  So, take heart church, you and I are being used by the all-powerful Christ!

All this is seen in these two verses.  In v/19 we are told, “Go, and teach all nations.”  “Teach” means (to gather pupils).  We can’t teach until we’ve at gathered our students.  And having gathered them in, we are to “baptize them.”  “Baptizing” means (to make fully wet with fluid), thus our belief in emersion in water.

Having gathered them in, and baptized them, we follow up with “teaching them” (v/20a), which means (to administrate) the Word of God.  And we teach them “to observe all things” our Lord has commanded.  “Observe” is a military term in the Greek language meaning (to fortify).  The Word of God fortifies, surrounds, and protects those who are believers in Christ.
“Looking Up-Reaching Out-Moving Ahead”—do you remember this?  It was our theme for 2011 as an Association of churches.  Nothing should be allowed to slip in and pull us away from our mission to the lost.

Let’s do this together in the unity of the Spirit and the bonds of peace.
