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Greetings from your Director of Missions:

“The Nature of Christians”


Does this statement warrant our research? Yes! Acts 11:26 says, “the disciples were called Christians first in Antioch.” So this title was conferred upon them for a reason.


I’ve been in church most all of my sixty-two years, so I am qualified to speak about those things I’ve observed regarding the nature of those who call themselves a Christian.


Now, having said that, I choose to let the Scriptures speak for themselves. My personal opinion is without merit, but the Scriptures are Sovereign as Divine Truth. What God hath said is forever settled in heaven. The Bible speaks of two natures, the old and the new. The old man is corrupt: Ephesians 4:22, “That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts…” I find this biblical statement to be clear; The old nature is corrupt.


But there is good news: the new man is created by Christ – II Corinthians 5:17, “Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.” Isn’t that clear? God said it, so it doesn’t need my appraisal. Even the apostle Paul said in Ephesians 4:24, that we are to “put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.”


I suggest a study of the church at Sardis in Revelation 3:1-6 as to her nature. Jesus said, “I know thy works, that thou hast a name, that thou livest, and art dead.” She built her reputation on good works. She made a name for herself, but her name did not match her nature. Sardis had fooled everyone, except God!


Vance Havner said, “We are not to get the impression that Sardis was a defunct affair with the building a wreck, the members scattered, the pastor ready to resign. It was a busy church with meetings every night, committees galore, wheels within wheels, promotion and publicity, something going on all the time. It had a reputation of being a live, wide-awake, going concern. That is, it had such a name in Sardis. It had such a name among the brethren and in the neighboring churches and at headquarters. But it had no such name with the Lord. He said, “…thou…art dead.”


Sardis was dead, but refused to admit it. Remember when Samson lost his power, “he wist not that the Lord was departed from him?” Does this speak volumes to us today? We’re so busy doing activities that we are unaware the Lord has left us.

So, how are things going for you? Does your “Name” define itself by your “Nature?”
