The average church in America has 75 people in regular attendance. Plateaued means churches with little change in attendance. Decline means continued reduction in attendance. The forecast for our Southern Baptist Churches is that by the 2030 some 50% of now existing churches will close their doors.


Should we be concerned? I am! Traditional marriage between one man and one woman is now beginning to be questioned by the courts. Abortionist’s continue to murder the unborn. Government officials continue their efforts to suppress pastor’s from speaking out publically on these issues. Mission leaders speak out about “lostness” and our need to engage those unreached people groups as though it is something new. Excuse me! I thought Matthew 28 is as clear as could be as touching this matter. Jesus said, “Go ye therefore and (make disciples, or Christians) of all nations.” Engaging lostness is not a new idea. It is as old as Matthew 28.

The Haywood Baptist Relief Center Food Pantry provides at NO CHARGE, boxes of food for those in need.  The pantry allows those that are hungry to feed their families so that they can go another day and try to improve their current situation.  The pantry takes advantage of a Food Bank in Asheville, NC called “Manna” where we are able to purchase food at a reduced price. Our other food comes from our churches that so faithfully donate to us. Many of you ask what is needed most in the food pantry.  Self-rising flour, sugar, cornmeal, breakfast items, soup and crackers are usually the most needed items, but anything is appreciated


November 1, 2010 we moved in to our new building beside the Association office. The food pantry served 4147 families with 11,713 individuals in the home from September 2010 through August 2011.  This is an increase of 13% from last year.  

 
We had 546 of these families that had never been to our food pantry before.  We are seeing many families that we have not seen since 2008, but are finding it harder to makes ends meet.


We are using every means possible to stretch the funding and donations we receive to touch the lives of as many as we are able. 

 
We are now only open on Monday, Tuesday and Thursday’s from 10 – 3.
